	Discussion Items:

	1. League Status for 2025 Season.  Jon reported that there are now 5 teams for the Monday league (Beltsville O’s and Space Train are merging; ATACRs are not returning) and 5 teams for the Wednesday league.
2. GEWA Club Meeting Report. This meeting was held on 3/25, and multiple EC members attended. Based on the discussions, there are no concerns about maintaining access to Area 100 for this season. Some demolition of unused buildings may take place, but that schedule is TBD. Robin Mahoney has asked for a participation report, similar to previous years.

3. Season Preparations. Eric reported that some new softballs are available to start the season. Neerav provided information about the correct model to purchase for additional supplies.

4. Finances. Keith noted that the P.O. box ($192) and web site ($320) bills were paid recently. The current account balances are ~$6300 [checking] and ~$3000 [savings]. Jon presented a draft budget for the 2025 season. Line items are included for a load of dirt and unspecified facilities costs. Eric will investigate options for dirt purchase. The proposed team fees are $900 for Monday league and $1200 for Wednesday league, which represents a reduction from 2024 (as hoped).

5. Concession Stand Status. Given the continued lack of a concession stand worker, the decision was made to not open the Shack at the start of the season.
Since the back room only contains pitching mats, softballs, and a first aid kit, it was suggested that security cameras would not be needed in this scenario.

Ralph suggested making drinks available on an honor system. This choice would then bring the question of adding security cameras back into play.
The possibility of establishing a club Venmo account to support electronic payments was discussed.

Matt suggested that since both leagues will have a bye team each week, that team could provide a person to observe at the Shack and enforce the honor system.

6. Keys to Shack. Jon asked about the status of the key used by the previous concession worker. That key, which only opens the interior door, is now in Eric’s possession.
7. Rainout Rule. Taylor presented his proposed update: In each league, rainout games would be expected to be made up 8 days later (following Tuesday or Thursday), unless something else is agreed to by both captains. A forfeit loss will be assessed if a team is short of players. Matt noted that Monday teams may be more likely to try to play such games as a doubleheader on the following Monday. The measure was approved 6-0.
8. Work Party. A work party to move the picnic tables to the fields was tentatively scheduled for Wednesday 4/2. Eric noted that there is a fence post near the Shack entrance that has been damaged, and needs to be repaired.
